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6. Need for McGill community buy-in, discussion process, consultation process 

7. Curriculum transformation/reconceptualization/redesign  

8. Focus efforts at individual, departmental, program, Faculty and institutional levels.  

 
The Provost synthesized the discussion and tied it back to McGill University’s mission. He pointed out 
the value-added of inquiry-based learning, noting that research opportunities offer students an 
interdisciplinary focus that complements the educational grounding of their chosen discipline. 
Undergraduate research also results in a more innovative university experience, whereby students’ own 
experiences inform new developments. The Principal gave closing remarks underscoring the value of 
research and thanking the participants for an exhilarating event.
